Perform Blowout and Purge Procedure.  Clearing up valve by quick opening and closing of the valve to assure absence of contaminants.

Conduct Leak Test.  With cylinders connected and at pressure, apply leak test solution (e.g., “Snoop” - available at NLSC) to threads and packing nut.

Check Cap.  

Caps should be screwed on all the     way when containers are not in       use.

!
Check Hydrostatic Test Date.  If the hydrostatic inspection is out of date, the bottle shall not be used. Cylinders should be re-tested every five (5) years (Note: owner/supplier’s responsibility).
